PAS DE DEUX (Pairs in costume)

Open to competitors (including juniors) riding horses / ponies with no more than 124 affiliated dressage points.  Pairs may consist of adults, juniors or one of each.

Dress as Pas Seul above – Programme and Movements to follow BRC Pairs Dressage to Music (2003) – otherwise as above.

GENERAL RULES

Competitors must be members of an Affiliated Riding Club and need to be a British Dressage full / music member. 

Where not specified rules for the qualifiers and final to be as per the 2010 Riding Club Rule Book. 

Whips not exceeding 110 cms may be carried.

Numbers to Qualify – each section

PLAIN CLOTHES – the first four in each qualifier will be eligible for the Championships but we will endeavour to increase that number subject to the maximum number in the class not exceeding the maximum number allowed.

PAS SEUL – the first eight in each qualifier will be eligible for the Championships

PAS DE DEUX – the first eight in each qualifier will be eligible for the Championships but if there are insufficient entries it will be open for any pairs who are eligible under the rules.

Competitors may only qualify for Classes 1 and 2 at the qualifier held in their own area.

They may enter open sections in other competitions in order to gain more experience

Junior competitors are those under 18 on 1 January 2010.  No height restrictions on horses or ponies.
