FOSS TROPHY

Area 11 Points Trophy, kindly donated by Ann & John Foss

RULES

The Foss Trophy (shield) is presented annually to the club in Area 11 (Surrey) which gains the most points [see below] in team competitions during the year. The club with the next highest points receives the Foss Runner-Up Trophy (cup). 

These perpetual trophies are awarded after the last National or London & South East Championships, whichever is later, of the calendar year unless a club qualifies for the Quadrille final at Olympia in which case the award may be held over. However any Area winter competitions or Area qualifiers for the following year’s Championships will be carried forward.

Any new official BRC, L&SE or Area team competition will be added to the above list of competitions to count towards the Foss Trophy.

Points are awarded to senior teams/pairs only (not junior-only competitions, as not all clubs have juniors). 

However those competitions which allow a junior as part of a senior team (e.g. Area ‘friendly’ and L&SE competitions) do count, as well as any competition which allows a mixture of both juniors and seniors competing together in the same event (e.g. Quadrille).

POINTS are awarded to the top six teams in each competition as follows:

1st = 10 points;   2nd = 9 points;  3rd = 8 points;  4th = 7 points;  5th = 6 points;  6th = 5 points

Quadrille Selection – 8 points to those teams selected for the Final at Olympia

Championships (including Quadrille Final):   DOUBLE SCORE    
Recognising that clubs vary in size, where the same club has more than one team placed in the top six of a competition, points are only awarded to the highest placed team from that club, except at Championships where a club will gain points for all its teams which are placed in the top six of any one competition.

Double points are awarded for points gained at a championship, even if no qualifier held.

Note for Clubs:

Points for places gained at Area qualifiers and ‘friendlies’ plus the London & South East Championships will automatically be counted. However, any top six places gained at a national championship or ‘other team competition’, or quadrille selection and subsequent place at quadrille finals must be notified to Ann Foss to ensure it is counted.
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
